The following matters were discussed, considered, and decided at the meeting:

I. Call to Order: Brian Brady called the Council to order at 10:00 a.m.  Introductions were made and a quorum was confirmed.
II. Approval of Minutes: Minutes were reviewed.  The minutes were approved unanimously.
III. Budget Update
Ryan Johnson gave the budget update. 
IV. Council Chair Nominations: 

Tim Smothers reported that the Council needed to vote for a both a Chair and Vice-Chair. This is due to the fact that a Vice-Chair was not elected last year due to administrative issues regarding the Council. There were two candidates running for Chair. They were Sandra Gilstad and Jason Howard. Discussion followed on which candidate would run for Chair and which for Vice-Chair. Both candidates gave their perspectives. After further discussion, Tim announced that Sandra would be the candidate for Chair and Jason would be the candidate for Vice-Chair. Votes were taken and Sandra Gilstad was elected as Chair unanimously, with Sandra abstaining, and Jason Howard was elected as Vice-Chair unanimously, with Jason abstaining.

V. Committee Reports

The AGIC committees presented oral reports from committee and working group chairpersons.  Brian Brady facilitated the committee reports.

1. Administration and Legal Committee Report
Tim presented the report for the A&L Committee. Gene Trobia reported that the Council membership status was the same as before. Requests to fill vacancies and re-confirm Council representatives whose terms have expired are still pending.  
Gene Trobia reported on that the ESRI 10.2 contract has been approved and is available through state contract for those who can use the state contracts.
Gene Trobia reported on the AZGEO Implementation Plan.  Gene reported that the plan is still under development. There was a request to add a benefit and funding section. Gene said he would bring the report to the next A&L meeting for assistance to finish the report.
Brian Brady reported on the NSGIC Annual Conference. He said it this year was no exception and it was a very informative conference. This year the conference focused on Next Generation 9-1-1 (NG911), Address databases and standards and the development of a National All Roads Network. There were many presentations and panels on national development of these data and how states are working on these issues. Howard Ward said that this was the first NSGIC Conference he had attended and it was the most valuable conference because of all the federal, state and private sector experts that were presenting and network with while there. Brian also noted that Gene Trobia had received the NSGIC Lifetime Service Award at the conference.
AGIC dues cycle adjustment issues were discussed by Tim Smothers. It was decided that he would ask agencies if the dates for annual billing cycle was important to that agency. If it is then they could identify whether state fiscal year, federal fiscal year or calendar year worked best for their department. New billing cycles will conform to their request.
Future meetings dates and room locations were discussed. The dates and location for the meetings were identified and will be held on the same days as the Data Committee to assure that those members of both committees do not have to travel more than necessary.
2. Data Committee Report
Jana Hutchens presented the Data Committee report.

Janel Day gave an update on the status of the draft NRRC GIS Subcommittee Report. The report had been revised and approved by the GIS Subcommittee and submitted for review by the NRRC Committee. It will be one of several subcommittee reports that will be reviewed for action. Further updates will be given as the process proceeds.
Sandra Gilstad gave a 9-1-1 Work Group update. There were many activities going on with members of the work group and meetings have been rescheduled for the future. A half day 9-1-1 Workshop was held at the AGIC Conference and was well attended. There were several presentations on NG911 which will likely be implemented in Arizona over the next several years. Sandra reported that a survey had been issued to develop information about how local agencies deal with 9-1-1 data. Results of the survey will be presented at future meetings of the 9-1-1 Workgroup, Data Committee and Council.
James Meyer reported on the progress of ADOT MAP-21. James reported that the Roads Unification Project was moving forward and Yuma County was participating in the project. He also indicated that an ISA was implemented to work with the Arizona Broadband Address Project to help develop an Arizona All Roads Network of all Arizona public roads that were required for submittal to the Federal Highway Administration by June 15. 
Gene reported that the ADOT project is underway and, through the ISA, is working closely with ADOA 9-1-1 Office, local governments, the SCO and the Arizona Broadband Mapping Project. This will provide multiple benefits because the data being developed with provide improved addresses, more accurate and complete public roads and, by using AZGEO as a data repository, a GIS database is being developed to assist in the implementation of NG911 because GIS and accurate geospatial data is critical to its operation. Gene reported that the project is a collaboration of the SCO, ASET BB Project, ADOT, the State 9-1-1 Office, the 9-1-1 consultants, and La Paz, Apache and Navajo Counties, and other local agencies to complete 9-1-1 and address data development and also continue to develop a standardized address database that can be used for geocoding. Plans include meeting with ADOT to start handing off the data to them for broadband and other public road networks. La Paz County should be completed soon. Navajo and Apache Counties are estimated to be completed during winter of 2014.
The status of the Arizona NAIP 2013 Imagery acquisition was reported on by Keith Larson. He said that the Federal shutdown was affecting the scheduled release of the NAIP imagery and that as soon as the new schedule was determined he would coordinate with the SCO and Land to make the data available. Gene reported that as soon as we got the imagery, we would put it on the Arizona Imagery Server and make the data available to those who required it on portable hard drives.
The move of AZCORS to ADOT was reported on by Jeffrey Wilkerson and Gene Trobia. Both ASLD SCO and ADOT were working on a process to transfer the network of GPSS base stations that were established through the Arizona Height Modernization Program from ASLD to ADOT. Several divisions of ADOT were coordinating to identify the management, expertise, requirements and funding for the transfer. The servers will transfer to ADOT IT and the survey section with manage the network. The scheduled date to complete this transfer is in December, 2013.
3. Conference Committee
Steve Whitney reported on the 2013 AGIC Symposium which was held at the end of September in Prescott, AZ. The Symposium got great reviews and comments in the surveys that attendees submitted. The event did not lose money and generated additional funding that could be used for further conferences.  Steve also reported on the activities of the AGIC Conference Committee planning efforts for the 2014 AGIC Symposium.  The 2014 conference will be held September 25-27, 2014, in Prescott, AZ at the Prescott Resort. The Conference Committee is meeting regularly to plan this next event.
