Introductions

Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes
James Meyer moved to approve; Boyd Larkin to second.  Approved unanimously.

Update on Statewide E 9-1-1 Networks

	AZ911 – AZBB Address Point Project (Howard Ward)
	Provided refresh on the tasks/projects.  All communities are QA and out.  We learned that the 	amount of documentation of information sent out didn’t receive feedback.  Changed approach 	with more interactive, lighter documentation of deliverables.  We have had two (2) so far.  We 	go over the techniques, QA processes and review results.  We have found the face time 	important and encourage anyone who received a package from us to reach out to me so we can 	do a GTM with you to get you back up to speed.  We would love to have updated address points 	for upcoming data delivery and want to support you in that process.


	Address Edit Tool Report (Howard Ward)
	We lost our team to other jobs.  Address Editor does work but when moved to the AZGEO there 	was a problem.  AZGEO server will not allow https requests.  We are working on the secure end 	of it now.  Once this is up and running, we will distribute to 2-4 prototype testers.  Some talk 	of integrating with ADOT ticketing system but believe that is on hold.
	Curtis – let us know when he is ready and we will bring in ASU.  Demo could be done from his 	server.
	Tim – We have given him full access on the server.
	Howard – His project schedule has been a problem.
	Curtis – A demo would be a good idea.  Would have been good for the conference and explain 	the conference.  Perhaps fit in with Jim’s supply chain or future portion.  Curtis will talk to Jami 	about any time availability at the conference.

	FME Rollout (Curtis Pulford)
	Background – acquired 16 FME desktop licenses with intention to distribute them to the 	aggregators at the counties and GRIC.  Some of them have gone out.  Developing some 	processes and going through a learning curve on how to take existing parsing and aggregation to 	use FME the best we can there.  Tim is doing presentations on FME at the AGIC conference.  	FME is a Silver Sponsor, will have a booth and 30 min presentation on how other states have 	leveraged.  Goal is still standardized procedures of FME for inflow of data into products and 	developing tools on the server side to distribute data into a wider range of formats.  Making 	progress but still a long way to go. 
	Jim – Can ADOT get access to for the data supply change?  ADOT has a license through Mark 	Flahan for temp use.  Another way, server license for web application can be created for a 	particular use.  We’d be happy to host that if you would help us develop it.  Short answer is, yes.  	You can develop web applications so when you are ready to push/pull data from AZGEO, go to 	website, point to a couple items, answer some questions and then automate.
	Tim – desktop to Jim as a temporary basis until a community needs it.  Would like Joe (ADOT 	vendor) to have access.  Either get back from Mark or give a spare.  Develop on the desktop and 	then pushed to the server.
	Brian Bond – Contact Tim for a license.
	Howard – how long do you intend to keep the weekly meetings between the communities and 	FME?  Has been valuable. 
	Curtis – we have been fortunate they have dedicated the resources they have.  I think if we had 	a focused discussion that we could focus on, we could continue, but otherwise not beyond the 	conference.  
	Brian Brady – I second that.  I couldn’t make it through this without the support network.  It is 	complex.
	Tim – started out as twice a month.  I am willing to continue those.  I can’t guarantee Safe 	Software will show up.  
	Curtis – If we want to get FME to participate, stop by the booth about the value of the calls and 	would like to continue talking to them.
PSAP Boundary Discussion (Sandy Dyre)

Reviewed the comparison of PSAP boundaries overlaid with the ALRIS County boundaries to point of discrepancies between 9-1-1 data between neighboring systems and then how they compared to the ALRIS County boundary.  Some are minor, others are more profound.  We will be packaging this information and providing it to the 9-1-1 systems for their review and potential data edits.  It will be important that all gaps and overlaps are resolved for an NG911 system.

NG911 Document Discussion (Sandy Dyre)

Provided a review of the very tentative network and CPE deployment schedule for Next Generation 9-1-1 and presented a map and the draft NG911 manuals.  Also had a discussion regarding the upcoming Yuma Pilot Project, the impact the project will have on future deployments and the continued need for data enhancement.  The NG911 manuals will be provided to the 9-1-1 systems for use as a guide.  It will be important that the local 9-1-1 system include in the manuals their local processes also.

Also discussed was a January 2016 data request.  It will be important that the ESN layer is included in the request along with the other datasets.  The State 9-1-1 Office will also make a request that the ADE be pulled at the same time by all 9-1-1 systems and provided to the State 9-1-1 Office for an statewide assessment of the datasets (centerline/address points) utilizing the new report parameters.  The State 9-1- 1 Office will perform this report in lieu of the communities reporting independently.  A report will be provided back to the communities also.


All Public Road Network (Jim Meyer)
ADOT is developing infrastructure for a data supply chain for our network.  Within AZGEO, geoprocesses being run against the data, communication tools for facilitating multi-party discussions about centerline, assignment of tickets.  ASU demo’d the web-based tool, draw a boundary around the concern, takes a picture and notifies all concerned parties and allows for a dialogue to happen.  We are trying to get the baseline of the data established for the state.  Don’t want to use the current data as it is a work in process.  Still in the final effort to apply the latest update to the overall statewide centerline.  When that is done, we are hoping to go live with it.  Potentially in November.

Joe - Showing it at AGIC.  9 counties are perfect, 2-3 on the cusp of being perfect.

Jim – 2016 may allow us to start edgematching again with the demarcation layer.  Will attend 911 meetings to update the communities on the tools available.

Brian Bond – Is there a group in AZGEO to limit access people making tickets against the data?
Jim – at this time it is only the 911/DOT communities that will have access.  In the future, would like to open up to the community in AZGEO.  What you see on AZGEO is not the live information.  AZGEO is for publication only.  Notification list will need to be refined as this goes live.
