Introductions
Sandra made introductions of those in room and on the phone. Quorum established.
Approval of minutes from the October 14, 2015 meeting of the Data Committee.
Motion to approve made by Shea Lemar and second by Boyd Larkin.

Address and Roads Project Update 
Gene Trobia reported on the status of the Address and Roads project.  Three moving parts are identified with the project.  
1. Still going through and consolidating all of the addresses from the State. Still ongoing and TSSW is working with the State 911 Office on this project.  
2. Address Editor Tool:  Will have a meeting about next steps.  The tool is not up and viable at this point.  A meeting is planned for Friday to decide what to do with the code already created; either revising the code or scrapping some of it and starting from scratch.
3. ADOT Tool:  GIS Works and Shea Lemar’s group is working to get it up on AZGEO and tested in production.  A demo was provided in the last week and it went very well.  The tool is much more intuitive. The tool has moved to production and we are testing it.  Joe will be presenting it at the Rural Transportation Conference in Yuma today.  
Howard Ward reported that the Address Parsing tool that has been built in FME Desktop and FME Server. The desktop and document has been provided to Tim Colman.  Documentation is still being worked on.  Allow 9-1-1 systems will be able to load their non-NENA standard data into the parser and have it parsed out to the NENA standard. Parsing is an art and not a science and this tool will take a considerable load off of the counties.  An FME license has been purchased for each of the counties. Contact Tim Colman if interested.
This year at NSGIC the NG911, Transportation and Address Committees are working closely together. Transportation and Address committees will have combined meetings.  At NSGIC there will be three panels in the morning focused on ARNOLD, the all roads network database, the National Address Database (NAD) pilot, Census and the Community TIGER, and NG911.  And facilitated breakouts in the afternoon. A full day will be devoted to these transportation topics.  Not sure if there will be an opportunity to discuss the NENA NEAD.  
911 Working Group Update
Tabled – no new update.  The 911WG meeting in November was cancelled.  No new information beyond what was provided at the DC meeting.
Data collection and process
Data request was sent out to the 9-1-1 systems on December 16th to local governments for roads and addresses. The data requests asked for a refresh of the data sets used for 9-1-1 and for ADOT’s needs. The data flows into Jim Meyer’s group.
Howard Ward from Terra Systems Southwest will be testing the data that comes in.  Howard provided details on what will be tested. Testing all the datasets against the TN extract database and will be looking at geocoding rates with that, gaps/overlaps evaluation and run a check on where the schema meets the NG911 standard to report what is missing.  The feedback will be given to the providers of the data.  We will be having a GIS workgroup with the 9-1-1 systems.   We will be having a GIS workgroup with the 9-1-1 systems.  Only have Pinal’s data so far.  It is hoped that the state wide integration of this data is completed by February first.
Sandra Dyre reported that the current request calls for much more detail than in the past.  The additional detail includes a request for field mapping which results in a heavier workload for the data providers.  The requests are being worked on.

NAIP Imagery
Tim reported that Candace Bogart, USFS, has about 2 TB of the new NAIP imagery. SCO was going to send a portable drive to Candace. SCO had a discussion on whether to erase a redundant (third) copy of a past NAIP data set. Tim asked if this was OK with the committee to have a local copy in house and a copy on the imagery server. After discussion it was determined to be OK to have two copies of the data instead of three. Dave Bailey said that the NAIP data is also being converted to Mr Sid. CCM’s will also be available. Keith Larson offered to bring the data to the SCO
Dave Baily mentioned that the NAIP is collected at about 1 foot and is resampled to a meter. The 1 foot is available as a buy up. Keith Larson said the imagery looked good based on the sample he viewed.  Gene mentioned that Hexagon will demo their 1 ft. imagery that can be leased next week after the Esri SWUC in Phoenix.  The SCO will also have the imagery available through the clearinghouse.

Intern
Shea Lemar reported that there are two students from ASU helping with AGIC/SCO.  William is on the Outreach Committee.  Another student employee, Deborah, at ASU has been doing the data categories on AZGEO.  When the categories were created, it was a great attempt but isn’t sufficient.  The student worker went is updating the current categories in AZGEO to the ISO categories.  Most were an easy transition, others the data custodians were contacted.  Once finished with this process, Curtis has asked that the student contact the data custodians to inquire about their data about out of date data and try to obtain new data.  If you are a data custodian, you will receive an email from Curtis and Debbie (student) asking you to meet with her to discuss your data.  Deborah will also help to educate the custodians about tools within AZGEO that help to streamline the upload and the use of layer packages for the sharing process. Deborah will contact custodians specifically about the data on AZGEO under the General Public.  Here work will not overlap with work of the 911 office.
We would ask the SCO or ASLD if they have the time and staffing to do that.  If not, we would switch the data update routine to “non-planned”.   Gene recommends researching the National Broadband resources.
Broadband is unfunded locally and at the state.  Howard mentioned that the National Broadband site and it has been static since January 2015 since the project as closed out.  June 2014 data.  
Process to move public data to services
Tim gave a report on the SCO moving to have AZGEO provide services more than data. This was part of the original concept of AZGEO and is starting to happen. There are both cached and feature services available on AZGEO. The SCO is developing a process to do this.  So far the SCO has created two transportation services, one cached and one feature set.

Bo mentioned that he demonstrated an open source base map that could be used by AZGEO users to make maps. This is starting to make services more available and tailored for users on AZGEO. Jenna asked how this might affect data providers. Tim said it should not affect providers. They will be working with providers of publicly available data to develop new processes to provide services on AZGEO. How can this be supported? Tim said provide layer packages and register your own services.
Gene requested a demo of this at the next DC meeting.

EM Support
Sue Smith, Arizona Department of Emergency Management (ADEM), reported that they have a system that allows them to issue texts to those in affected areas. There is a mapping component to the application. The company, Airbus, is developing the system and requests three layers in order for the application to work properly. Street centerlines. 2013 was the last version she could find. Sandy said there is a more current version and they will have newer data available soon. Another file is requested is the address point file. Howard provided it in a file geodatabase and Sue will look it over and see if it usable. The third data set is the statewide parcel file. The parcel dataset will be more difficult to provide because this data is not as developed as the other data. Howard has parcels for all 15 counties. It is rough on the whole, as about 7 counties are developed from parcel centroids. Not all counties have this data.

Sandy mentioned that much of the data Sue is requesting is not publicly available. If ADEM is interested in being included as a data recipient in the 911 Office data request, Sue would need to coordinate with Sandy to include ADEM in the data request. Helen Costello asked Sue when you give Airbus, do you get an agreement that they won’t use it outside the use of the project?  We ordinarily sell our parcel data.
· Sue will need to make sure an agreement is in place with Airbus that they will not redistribute or remarket the data.
· Sue and Sandy will get together on the sharing agreement with Airbus.  Discuss scope of project, if limited to government agencies, may just need a POI layer instead.
Work Plan Review
Tim showed the slide and we need to modify the membership list. The Chairs will check with A&L to determine consistent membership and affiliate or non-voting members. Will work with Tim Smothers and committees with A&L on wording and use the feedback for DC membership and report back to the Data Committee.
