Introductions
Introductions of those in room and on the phone. Quorum established.
Approval of minutes from the July 13, 2016 meeting of the Data Committee.

Address and Roads Project Report
Curtis Pulford reported that ADOT is working with 1Spatial for the supply chain project.  1Spatial is incorporated into the AZGEO servers. The new product will allow for a more intuitive package that people may access through a browser. 1Spatial is an integration tool that will be used to emulate what Federal Highways are doing. Validation of centerline data will be integration within AZGEO by mid-July.
9-1-1 Working Group Report

Data Sharing
Sandra Dyre reported on the status of the Data Sharing document.  Volunteers are sought for writing the Data Sharing White Paper. Google Drive space is available for editing the white paper. Anyone interested in working on the document is encouraged to contact Curtis for access to the Google Drive. Curtis suggested that the volunteers will meet once a week to edit the documents.  The meetings are planned to be held on Friday afternoons.

A data sharing document is needed to explain how AGIC feels about data sharing.  The document will be shared with the E911 working group for feedback.  The AGIC Conference will have a panel focused on data sharing.  It is important to have authoritative data shared before crowd source data is common place for agencies. The document will be focused on government to government sharing.  The document should describe why sharing data benefits agencies, state and the public.  Address data is a critical component.
Curtis Pulford discussed three issues that prevent agencies from sharing data.  The three points that Curtis discussed as a barrier to sharing are:
· Data disclaimers. Example: Steve Whitney’s work with APLS on a standard data disclaimer.
· Liability. Example: State Land states that the users of this data will not hold the custodian organization liable in any way for its use.
· Commercial use. Example:  Pima County might say that the data is provided with not restrictions for redistribution.  Others may want something along the lines that the data may not be used for commercial purposes.
[bookmark: _GoBack]AZGEO can track who downloads data and have standard disclaimers.  Curtis suggested a work group to develop default disclaimers. Curtis asked for volunteers to join the work group to help Steve and himself develop the disclaimers.  Some legal council will review the disclaimers. The disclaimers then may be entered into the AZGEO system. The disclaimer discussion is also on the Admin and Legal Committee agenda.  Gene Trobia suggested that a report is created that can be carried on to the next level for statutory consideration.  
Sandra Dyre reported that a work group is being assembled to focus on hydrography.  How the GNIS fits into naming water features will be the focus. Anyone interested in joining the group should contact Victor Gass.  The first step is to unify three alternate naming data bases.
ASET Policy on Data Exchange
Curtis Pulford reported that ASET is creating State enterprise policy and guidelines documents for how agencies should do their data governance.  One of the documents being produced is focused on how data sharing should managed between organizations.  The draft version of the ASET data sharing document is backwards in Curtis’ opinion by requiring too many agreements to share data. The document, “Data Interoperability Policy” is located at https://aset.az.gov/resources/policies-standards-and-procedures .  
EMAP Demo
Bo Buo presented the EMAP demo.  The Address database is a ground up approach for a national database.  EMAP is a web based address editor for E911 addresses that will benefit the national database and E911. Bo demonstrated a very intuitive application for the Committee.
