Called to order 10:00 am
Introductions
Introductions of those in room and on the phone. Quorum established. Gene Trobia announced that Tim Colman is the new Data Committee co-chair.
Approval of minutes from the October, 2016 meeting of the Data Committee.
Minutes approved.

NAIP Buy UP Options
Candace Bogart presented a slide show and gave an update of the NAIP program. She discussed the potential for a buy up for Arizona which is to be flown in 2017. Candace can contribute funds to a buy up for Forest Service lands.
Drew Decker added that there is a possibility of AZ being flown at 60 cm instead of 100 cm. NAIP plans to move in that direction for a base product.  Currently 60 cm imagery may be a buy up for 2017. We should contact Bridget of NAIP, about the potential for flying AZ as a 60cm base product. This is still in discussion. 
Keith Larson said that he was told that 60 cm will be base product by 2018 and encouraged us to contact NAIP Field Office (APFO).  Candace flies the AZ forests separately and is willing to contribute to state coverage to include 60 cm and point cloud and stereo pairs.
Maricopa and Pima counties are under contract with Pictometry, but only for the urbanized areas. PAG is planning to fly in 2018 and may consider participating if advantageous. Yuma County is also contracted with Pictometry. Just urbanized, as these programs are mostly based on Assessor needs.
Curtis Pulford would like to check with APFO on how states were already flown at 60 cm and what different areas of the state would like to participate in a 60 cm buy up. Josh Pope asked if a 60cm point cloud would be sufficient. Candace said she would be satisfied with it if she could get 5m DEMs. He also asked if leaf on was OK for forestry stereo pairs. Candace said yes at 5ft
Candace suggested that we obtain information from APFO and Wyoming which just did a buy-up.  Candace also wants to develop products that are in the public domain.  Will also check to see if IFSAR for Arizona is in the public domain.  Josh would like to know buy up cost for 30 cm for Pima County with stereo pair.
Action Items: 
· Ask APFO: What is the deadline for committing to a buy up?
· Ask APFO: What can we do to make 60 cm the base for AZ?
· Keith L suggested Candace contact Brian Vanderbilt.  Vanderbilt made the slides Candace used.
· Gene will ask Jonathan Davis for feedback from Inter Tribal perspectives.
Data Sharing Document Work Group
Curtis Pulford reported that he will skip for this meeting and bring it up at the next quarterly meeting.  Curtis reported that they have made good progress and will bring information to the Committee when it is completed.
2017 Work Plan Development
Curtis Pulford is taking the lead in review of the current work plan and developing the Data Committee 2017 Work Plan.  Curtis said that a discussion with A&L came up that suggested both committees should consider meeting more often than quarterly. And meet after the Council meetings to address long and short term goals.  Patrick Whiteford suggested we break tasks and/or assign workgroups to focus on special topics as needed.
