Address and Roads Project Report
Patrick Whiteford reported that ADOT is working with 1Spatial so the new tools for the highway project will be coming soon to AZGEO. Joe Bryer’s team is still working to conflate address centerlines that come up from the local entities.  The next data submittal should be updated by the end of the year. All the work done on the roads projects should be represented well at the NSGIC Annual Conference. 1Spatial, FME and Steve Lewis will also be at NSGIC.  Steve Lewis is also very interested in working with Tribes during NSGIC.

Data Disclaimer Workgroup
Curtis Pulford gave an update on the Disclaimer Workgroup.  There are three workgroups established for data sharing.  One is sponsored by Admin and Legal Committee and two out of the Data Committee.  The two workgroups focused on data sharing originated out the Data Committee a white paper the other one if focused on disclaimer The disclaimer paper was designed for the those entities worried about a disclaimer and move this forward to AZGEO as a template for those organizations. The areas focused on were accuracy, liability and redistribution of data.  AZGEO has always had the ability to add customized disclaimers. This is an attempt to streamline the process. Next is to see if the AG’s office has interest in reviewing the disclaimers and adding their opinions.
The other whitepaper is Data Sharing.  The focus was to produce a one pager on data sharing that could be distributed to decision makers and administrators to describe what the AGIC data sharing guidelines are and why it’s important.  Supporting materials that cover why it’s important were also included. Bullets and paragraphs were included in what should be considered to why it’s important to open data up. The workgroup meets every Friday.  The working documents are in Google Drive and will be published on AZGEO when complete.
Forest Project Announcement
Candace Bogart presented a PowerPoint presentation to describe her announcement.  The announcement focused on the AZ Scenic Trail, National Hydrography Data (NHD) and NAIP Imagery.
· Scenic Trail goes from one end of AZ to the other.  The USFS is the administrative agency for the Trail and it has a lot of partners. A comprehensive database is being put together about the trail across all ownership.
· NHD – the USGS is the data steward. The NHD maps the national drainage of water on the National Map.  Most of all stream types will be updated in arid regions.
· NAIP Acquisition for Arizona in 2017. 4 band natural color. 1 meter. AZ could do a buy up for 60 cm resolution or better. 
· Developing an ArcGIS online of all of the National NAIP imagery.
A general conversation followed about possible buy ups and buy up partners and the needs of Agencies including the needs for LIDAR.

Gene Trobia reported on nominations for Data Committee Co-Chair. Sandra Gilstad will step down from co-chair and Gene may or may only co-chair for one more year.
