Called to order 10:01
10:05 am	Introductions
[bookmark: _GoBack]Sandra made introductions of those in room and on the phone. Quorum established.
10:10 am	Approval of Meeting Minutes from 07/08/15 (Gene Trobia/Sandy Dyre)
Motion to approve made by Jim Meyer and second by Paul Barbeau.
Motion approved unanimously.

10:15 am 	Address and Roads Project Update (Gene Trobia, Jim Meyer and Curtis Pulford)
· Status of Address Editing Tool
Howard Ward reported that Matt Rahr was continuing his work on the Addressing tool. Issues regarding the tool include data loading performance issues. Once these issues are addressed the app should be made available.
· FME Rollout
Curtis Pulford reported that Howard Ward and Bo Guo are working on the FME implementation with help from Curtis White. The application and guide are moving forward. The documentation is focused on addressing. Curtis said that FME in general has a lot of online documentation. We need to figure out what specific documentation we need to develop for our needs. There is a group that is interested in helping to develop the material. Curtis said that he is in touch with interested parties who would help with the process. He also said this committee should participate. A range of items that the tool and translation process may be addressed. Curtis and Sandy will discuss how the 911 user group could get involved.
· Status All Roads Network Development
Jim Meyer reported that they are in the wrap up stage of the effort. They have gone through all of the road data available that is available. They are working on a sustainable work flow to maintain the data. The All Roads Network should be ready for delivery in the next few weeks. Jim is looking to use the new process on the next round of roads data coming in as proof of concept. We will find out how we want to keep this going as we move forward.  The project was set up to produce the roads data and the next stage will be to test and revise it as needed to mature the process. The testing for the next phase will happen with a new project.
Jim said that they report annually but are constantly updating the data, same as Maricopa County, and the new data needs to be provided in a GIS format. The new updates will only be on changes and not replace the whole dataset like was done in the past. ADOT is developing a new LRS model.
Bo Guo asked what would be on AZGEO. Will the data on AZGEO be a snapshot of the ADOT dataset? Jim said that depends on next steps. The ADOT ATIS file is the authorized file and will be output as ARNOLD for the report. AZGEO may have ARNOLD data to start. It will be determined whether AZGEO will also have ATIS because ATIS is an LRS routing system. They are two different datasets and formats. The LRS is the authoritative centerline file for the state and has more capabilities that are required by ADOT. There are several software programs that use the ATIS file. Curtis said he would be happy to start with ARNOLD format data on AZGEO
· USDOT Address Stakeholder AZ Pilot Project
Curtis Pulford reported on the pilot project. What is happening recently is that USDOT hosted an Address Summit and invited major stakeholders including states and other local agencies. USDOT is definitely interested in addresses including address points. The USDOT CIO supports the effort. AppGeo will provide services. Arizona and Arkansas are the two initial pilots. USDOT and Census are both conducting pilots. NSGIC focused on these pilots during their annual conference. There were discussions during the NSGIC Annual Conference that facilitated Census and DOT to collaborate and work together on these projects. A NSGIC Steering Committee is being assemble to provide guidance to the projects.
The NEAD was also discussed. Sandy brought up some issues with NEAD working better with the NAD address data. NEAD is under development and is more interested in sub addresses. 
10:40 am	9-1-1 Working Group Update (Sandy Dyre)
Sandy reported on the activities of the working group. The committee is looking at Edge matching at jurisdictional boundaries. There is activity about the rollout of NG equipment and what is needed for geospatial enabling. Sandy hopes to have meetings with the local managers on developing rollout and implementation plans. Data development, quality assurance and documentation is important. The target for first phase are the ten counties serviced by Century Link and will start in 2016. Frontier services the other counties and their rollout will follow the first ten counties. Yuma is scheduled to be the first county followed by Pima County.
Steve suggested that we consider having an Address Summit as part of our next AGIC conference. The issue of routable networks came up and was discussed. There are two requirements. One is how a call is routed and then how to get a first responder routed to an event.
10:50 am	AGIC Data Sharing Document (Gene Trobia/Sandy Dyre/Curtis Pulford)
Sandy reported on the activities of developing the document. Curtis is leading the effort. Curtis will be organizing a workgroup and believes that will work on the document and have a result in about 3 to 6 months. 
11:00 am	ADEQ Schools Working Group Update (Tim Colman)
Tim Colman and Bo Guo are working with Victor Gass on developing a process. The next meeting is scheduled for February. Curtis said the group is looking to automate the process in the future because we don’t have the resources for as much hands on that the process requires now. AGIC is helping to develop the process and to find a new custodian/owner to continue the process. Education or Health may be viable custodians. Nothing is determined and this will be developing. Bo brought up that this may be helped by automating the process more.       
11:10 am	Update on County Boundary Discussion (Sandy Dyre)
Sandy reported that the county boundary working group is looking at gaps and overlaps between county boundaries. Counties need to weigh in to agree on boundary lines. Sandy is thinking of appending the boundaries together. In any case, there needs to be common agreements and that process needs to happen. She showed several examples of gaps and overlaps. Sandy asked Howard to add state boundaries to the next round of examining boundary issues. These boundaries are used to route incoming calls to the right jurisdictions.
11:25 am	AZ Community TIGER Census Project (Gene Trobia)
Curtis reported that Arizona is one of the Community TIGER pilots. Census is coming up with processes and tools to edit the data and make it available locally. It is important to sign up properly for the project or data may become protected. We will be testing the process and tools to see if they meet our needs and provide feedback to Census. It is important to figure out if the state can create or edit data and feed it to Census. Census typically is geared towards local government.
Curtis thinks the process we are developing can accommodate more data needs and requirements in the long run. So it will be good to see if this meets our needs. Census is investing heavily into the Community TIGER for their own requirements and are now trying to incorporate other NAD requirements.
11:35 am	Work Plan Review (Sandy Dyre)
Work plan review. Modifying the work plan will be for the next AGIC Council meeting. Sandy reviewed the existing plans to see if we are on track.
Sandy said we need to determine the members of the committee. They should be revised due to reflect the current membership and meet open meeting law.
Jim suggested we modify the goals to be obtainable, measurable and timely.
11:50 am	Call to the Public
Candace Bogart, USFS, gave a report on AZ activities. Prescott Forest had 25 cm in 4 band orthos flown. They are also planning to update hydro date for the forests to revise their NHD dataset. The USFS plans to finish all watersheds in two years.
USFS acquired LIDAR for Pino Lino, Apache Sitgreaves and big swatch of South East Arizona. They plan to partner with USGS on 3DEP in the future. Curtis brought up the federal LIDAR meeting in Phoenix and it would be nice to coordinate these activities.  The USFS will also work on transportation data as part of the ACCESS program to provide road data on federal land..
