The meeting was called to order at 10:05 am  

Introductions
Introductions were made.
Data Sharing Policy/Clearinghouse Development Discussion
Jana relayed that a DRAFT document has been created for Data Sharing Policy.  The document is not finished but will be fleshed out and passed out to the working committee as a next step.  Walter Doman of Cochise County and Tom Elder of City of Phoenix would like to contribute data to the Clearinghouse – aka GEO server hosted at ADEQ.  The committee will be working with Walter and Tom to try and hammer out a process for data contribution to GEO.  The GEO server needs to have additional functionality developed for upload/download/search capabilities that the Clearinghouse will ultimately need.

Gene reported that SacNet is also interested in the Clearinghouse and they are working with county seats in other states related to the Broadband project.
The working group is comprised of Jim Meyer, Jeff Wilkerson, Gene Trobia, Nicole Eiden, Tom Elder,  Jana Hutchins, Brian Brady, Victor Gass, Janel Day and Wolfgang.  
Action Items: Jana will complete the DRAFT document and send out to working group for review/edits.    Walter and Tom Elder will be contacted regarding details of how they wish to share the data – ie., shapefiles or services and permission restrictions that may apply.  
Street Centerlines and Addressing:Broadband and State 9-1-1-Office Update
Gene reported that the first money has gone through to work with counties to update and create data and that La Paz County will be the first county to begin.  They will use GIS instead of the traditional GPS data capture.  Navajo and Apache counties will also be addressed after La Paz is finished.  TerraSystems SW was awarded a contract to look at 911 and geocoding issues pertinent to the state.  Another contract will be released in the short-term to address 911 data exclusively.

Coordinating with other AGIC Committees – short-term issues
Gene reported that a Special Council meeting was held to address 3 issues that were of concern due to the fact that the Council will foreseeably not have a quorum after the end of the month.  The Governor’s Office of Boards and Commission has a backlog and has not approved Council memberships, thus retiring or other vacant positions on the Council have not been filled.  The meeting resulted in approval to allow the AZ State Cartographer’s office to oversee AGIC funds.  The AGIC funds are already organizationally located under ASLD and SCO so this change mainly changes approval of spending from strictly being a task of the Council to being a task shared by the Council Committee Chairs and SCO.  Also, Cheryl Blockey has resigned as the treasurer of AGIC and Gene Trobia will serve as the Treasurer for AGIC.  Also – in lieu of Council meetings during the period in which a quorum cannot be maintained, the Committees will hold a joint meeting on the same schedule as the previous Council meetings.  

In regard to the current state of affairs with the Council membership, Gene reported that he has been contacted by the Governor’s Office and they should be approving AGIC members shortly.  Members may need to resubmit applications and resumes online – the Admin/Legal committee will be making information available in regard to who needs to apply or reapply.  Terms will be as before-  1,2,3 years initially, changing to 3 year terms after that.  

The Data Committee should continue to work toward Work Plan Objectives as previously determined.   
NRCS Updates
Keith Larson reported that the Arizona Watershed Boundary Dataset (WBD) will be handed off to the USGS as part of the National Hydrography Dataset (NHD) at the end of March or early April.    Keith will continue to work with USGS for stewardship of the dataset
Keith then also reported on the Fairchild Historical Photo Scan progress – he broke down the scanning into four phases:  Phase 1 – scan of hardcopy images, Phase 2 – initial georefectification, Phase 3 – second pass at tightening up georectification, Phase 4 – Serve out imagery on AZ Imagery Server.  There was a lot of agreement that it would be valuable to make this dataset available on the AZ Imagery Server.  Diane Yunker suggested using an ERDAS module to automate the georectification – that will be looked into.
Seth mentioned the 1970 NASA imagery and inquired as to the status.  There is interest in also digitally cataloging this dataset – Linda of the library archive was interested in being informed of the potential for this.  Gene and Linda will follow-up with each other.

ARIA was also mentioned and Wolfgang is to inquire as to the current status regarding that.  Gene will be copied and info to be shared with the group.

Additional Business
Nicole informed committee of work ADEQ and AGFD are doing on NHD.  There will be a spring training workshop to take place in May.  

Jana showed the new AGIC website and requested feedback from the committee.
