Introductions
Introductions were made.
Street Centerlines and Addressing: Broadband and State 9-1-1-Office Update

National Emergency Numbers Association (NENA) Conference Update – Gene reported on attending the NENA conference and said that the NENA address standard is changing to more of a GIS standard to better accommodate the implementation of Next Gen 9-1-1 (NG911). The standard will become more of a parcel centroid than an interpolated node on a centerline.  Brian Brady also attended the conference and said the biggest thing that AZ should do as a state is to make addresses publically accessible and verifiable.  This will allow a higher degree of scrutiny and ultimately better QA/QC resulting in a better address dataset.  Gene said in Arizona the ADOA 9-1-1 Office is working with counties to drive the state addressing effort. To begin with, addresses would likely only be shared agency-to-agency.  There are plans to hold a session or work shop at the Annual AGIC Conference where different county and state address people can get together to exchange information, methods, etc.    Brian also relayed that for NG911 – GIS is to be Mission Critical and all addresses will require a geospatial component instead of the current flat file format.  Although Arizona now has a new standard for addressing – a skinny version of the NENA standard – it will need to be revisited because of the new NENA standard that is being developed.  There was brief discussion of using the (forthcoming) AZ GEO geodataportal for tying together NG911 with GIS.
Data Sharing Policy/Clearinghouse Development Discussion
The data sharing document has been updated and was to be re-shared with the entire Data Committee as an action item.
Jana reported that the ASLD/AGIC data portal went down when the AGIC/ASLD/SCO website went down and nobody has been able to get it restored since then.  In the meantime, ASLD is working with ADEQ to have an ISA signed to assist with system administration of the GEO server.  It is possible that the GEO hardware and software, located at ADEQ, may be repurposed to become the AZ GEO Data Portal.  Gene talked about a 3 phase approach to getting a data portal up and running – Phase 1 would be to restore the AGIC portal functionality using GEO, Phase 2 would include adding Community Anchor and other Arizona framework data, clip n ship functionality, HSIP Gold data, 911 address data and other datasets into the data portal.  Phase 3 would propose expanded functionality and potential service of more and public data.  There would need to be a long-term funding model developed to support the portal at that point.  ASLD CIO currently is submitting a proposal to fund a data portal to the Land Commissioner to present to the Governor’s Office.  DRUPAL was also mentioned as one system for controlling who can access what on the portal – and Eric said that ADOA/ASET is promoting DRUPAL as a CMS.  There was also a brief discussion about the portal being able to handle additional local data in multiple formats, and sharing applications services and other resources.  Gene said CA and AZ are exploring a sharing agreement similar to what CA has with Oregon.
AZ Image Server
Jana displayed a website that portrayed a snapshot of statistics of users for the AZ Imagery Server.  The server receives quite a bit of use and several state and federal users, such as ADEQ and BLM, are major users.  http://imagery.azmap.org/log_reports/log/index.htm   The software for the Imagery Server needs to be upgraded from 9.x to 10.1.  ASU will provide a draft MOA for SCO review and will proceed with the upgrade after an agreement is in place.

Reports and Updates:
AZGS - 
Steve Richard, Chief of GeoInformatics, is working on the portal for National Geothermal Datasets.  AZGS is interested in building a searchable catalog and using OCGS for metadata standards.  There is interest in obtaining the ASLD metadata for use in the portal. AZGS wishes to coordinate with AGIC on the state data portal as requirements are determined and an implementation plan is developed.  
NHD

Drew Decker reported on the USGS National Hydro Dataset (NHD).  It is complete at 1:24,000 scale and needs maintenance.  USGS is working with groups local data stewards to determine how updates will be made in Arizona.  There is an applications workshop to be set up in July or August.  The workshop may be held again at the conference.  USGS is looking for agencies to help and recognizes AGIC agencies such as ADEQ, AGFD, and ADWR might want to have a stake in the process.  Bill Smith will be leading the workshop effort.  There are tools for update available in ArcGIS Desktop 9.3.1 which are being upgraded for version 10.1. Keith Larson spoke briefly about the watershed boundaries that his agency, USDA NRCS,  manages – but those are separately handled from the NHD surface water updates.  
ARIA

Wolfgang was not present at the meeting, but reported in an e-mail that ARIA is basically in the same condition that it has been for years.  There are no resources to upgrade or update data – although it is being moved behind appropriate firewalls with the rest of U of A servers in accordance with U of A policy.
Additional Business
There was a discussion about the Arizona education/schools data and the nomenclature between data Steward, Integrator and Custodian that had been discussed in relation to the schools dataset.  There was to be a follow-up meeting at ADEQ to discuss workflow and harmonizing technologies between different groups who contribute to the dataset development and maintenance. The AZ Broadband Mapping Project is a prime driver for this activity, but it will set up guidelines that will be useful for the AZ GEO Data Portal.  
Bill Stone announced a new set of lat/longs are going to be available for passive monuments in relation to the new Geoide that NGS is establishing.

Brian Brady reported that he did not know of any movement on the street centerline edge matching effort being undertaken by ADOT with Yuma County.

Keith Larson gave a quick update on the digitization project for the Fairchild aerial photos – they have been scanned and the volunteer that was georectifying them is about half way finished but leaving to take a job out of state.  Keith is hoping to finish the georectifying process in-house within NRDC.

There was an update on the NASA photos that Linda and Julie Hoff reported on – there were many spools of data but no resources to make this dataset digital and of use with current GIS hardware/software technologies.
