Introductions

Introductions were made by those at the table and on the phone. 
New AZGEO Hardware Status Conceptual Combined Architecture 
Curtis reported on AZGEO hardware and the conceptual architecture of AZGEO.  Two new Cisco serves were recently purchased for the clearinghouse.  The two new servers each have 10 core processors, 64 GB of RAM and combined storage of 24 TB.  These servers will be the production environment and support each other in a fail over mode.  Five new servers that are repurposed from the old AZGEO system and Renewable Energy project will provide development and processing support for the production system.  In order to provide on-going oversight and guidance for AZGEO, the need for a technical group under the Data committee was briefly discussed and will be added as a discussion item for the next Data committee meeting.
Action:  Add technical working group to the agenda for the March 11th meeting.
USGS Topos 
Curtis Pulford reported on the acquisition of Geo-PDF topos from the USGS.  The Geo-PDF’s contain layers that may be separated out for use on AZGEO.  Rasters have the potential to improve the value of AZGEO for many users and increase demand in the system.
Keith Larson mentioned the next fly over for NAIP to include Arizona will be the summer of 2015.  Gene had mentioned that perhaps the deadlines for additional buy-in generally are in the December timeframe.  Keith agreed to keep the committee apprised of the upcoming 2015 NAIP discussions.

2015 Work Plan 
The Data Committee 2015 Work Plan was presented to the committee and edited on the main viewer in a PowerPoint presentation.  The new Work Plan listed the following goals and objectives for 2015:
· Goal:  Continue development and management of AZGEO Clearinghouse
· Expand the functionality of AZGEO application, operation and services

· Improve vector and raster services

· Pursue development of a statewide geocoding service

· Promote and enhance ability of AZGEO stakeholder participation
· Goal:  Develop and publish AGIC best practices

· Create best practice white papers (e.g. metadata standards, data sharing)

· Work with other committees to implement within AGIC and promote to others
Action:  Due to time limitations, the new Work Plan will be sent out to the committee members by Sandy for additional edits prior to presentation to the Council at the February 5th meeting.

State Health Department Dashboard 
Wes Korteum delivered a presentation on the Arizona Department of Health Services Primary Care Areas and the Community Profiles Dashboard.  The presentation described what a Primary Care area is and the rules for creating a Primary Care Area.  The Community Profiles Dashboard was presented in a browser online.  The items were built with Instant Atlas and Report Builder, both ESRI products.
AGIC involvement in annual ADEQ schools layer review  
Tim Colman reported on the status of the School Layer work group.  The first meeting of the group is scheduled for February 17.  Tim presented a PowerPoint that listed items that the work group may consider during its first meeting.  The items listed include datasets that the work group may consider to be primary files, support issues for the datasets and data management issues.  A chair for the group is still to be determined.
