The meeting was called to order at 10:03 AM  
Introductions

Introductions were made by those at the table and on the phone. 
Approval of Minutes

Motion to approve minutes from January 14, 2015 was made by Curtis Pulford and seconded by Eric Feldman.  Motion was passed unanimously.
Address and Roads Project Update 
Gene Trobia reported to the committee on the status of the Address Editing Tool and AZ Address Points project.  Money from the Broadband grant was used to insure that the tool is ready for production.  U of A developers are interfacing with ASU ISSR to incorporate the tool into AZGEO.  The work is expected to be complete in April.   Gene also reported that a similar tool is already in use on the Navajo Nation.  The tool on the Navajo Nation should be investigated and will likely be available to AGIC because it was paid for by the Federal Government.
Action Item: Gene Trobia follow up on the Navajo Nation Address Editing Tool.

Jim Meyer reported on the status of the All Roads Network.  Jim is waiting for approval to begin work on additions to the network.  The additional work will be performed by ASU, TSSW and Gene’s office at the U of A.  The work should be completed in six months.  The focus of the work will be on a transactional model for updates.
Curtis Pulford invited discussion about the progress of the statewide geocoder project.  Curtis is looking for input from the committee about creating a statewide locator service.  The service will be an important application for partnering.  Jim said that the LRS will have address ranges that can be used for a geocoding service.  Terra Systems is working on address points for the E-911 System.  Curtis requested that we work toward having the address point file shared for geocoding purposes.
NSGIC Midyear Update Report

Curtis brought up crowd sourcing and open data.  Arizona is consistent with NSGIC goals and takes advantage of what we learn at NSGIC. As an example, our address editor is open source.  A lot of what AGIC is doing fits in with what NSGIC is doing nationally.  
Gene reported on USDOT incorporating addresses more into ARNOLD. Tom Roff, FHWA, is looking for state examples of using ARNOLD beyond HPMS for a workshop he is conducting at GIS-T. Steve Lewis is holding a USDOT Address Stakeholder meeting and Curtis, Brian Brady and possibly an AZ tribal rep will be attending.  Joint Trans, Address, NG911 committee meeting to make sure the three groups are working together and use 911 as a major business driver for ARNOLD and a National Address Database.  Privacy and multiple developments of address databases were big items.  Crowd sourcing was also a big item of discussion.

Data Sharing via AZGEO

Curtis discussed current Arizona law and its impact on data sharing.  Curtis seeks a generic data sharing agreement.  The agreement should facilitate the goals of improved sharing by limiting liability.

Curtis spoke on data sharing via AZGEO.  A Technical work group on Data Sharing Via AZGEO creation was requested at last council meeting. Curtis is requesting input as to whether we want to create this tech group and brought up examples of what they could address.  If there is interest in forming the work group, Curtis is willing to help or lead the group.  Jim Meyer had a question of what the work group would do that could not be handled by the committee. Curtis is flexible either way.  Tim Colman believes it would be useful for those on the committee that are actively involved in AZGEO. Jim Meyer believes from the ADOT perspective they would be interested in being involved for business practices.  Curtis will meet with folks to develop a list of items the group believes need to be addressed. Then bring that back to the committee for potential action.  Contact Curtis if you are interested in working on this item.  Curtis will follow up with the Outreach Committee on forming the Technical WG.
Action Item: Curtis Pulford work with the Outreach Committee on forming an AZGEO technical working group.
ANSI ISO standards were discussed. AGIC purchased the ANSI ISO standard.  The standard may not be shared electronically.  We are able to distribute printed copies on paper to Council and Committee members upon request.  These standards can be very valuable in AZGEO.  Curtis recommends using the ISO standards for ASU when working on the metadata tool.
NAIP Imagery
Curtis reported that three companies will fly NAIP and one company will get the Arizona contract for flying NAIP.  Keith Larson brought up that for the last three NAIP flights we identified and brought up problems with the imagery. He would like to get a group together and provide identified issues to the selected vendor. Suggested group members included Tony Maslowicz, Keith Larson and Curtis Pulford.

Action Item: Form NAIP group with Tony Maslowicz, Keith Larson and Curtis Pulford.

3DEP

The USGS is willing to contribute to the acquisition of LIDAR although the costs of LIDAR are likely to still be prohibitive at 27 million dollars.  Even with federal support the cost to fly the entire state would still be prohibitive.  Gene discussed the cost and benefits of LIDAR.  LIDAR is cheaper than leveling.  The Committee could look at stakeholders such as flood control managers for LIDAR funding support.  It’s not necessary to fly the entire state at one time.  Stake holder support is worth pursuing.
Action Item: Brian Brady, Keith Larson, Curtis Pulford and Gene Trobia meet with stakeholders about regional purchases of LIDAR.

ADEQ Schools Working Group Update

Victor Gass reported that the first meeting of the work group was in February. The first objective of the Schools Work Group was to have the latest ADEQ Schools file uploaded to AZGEO by the SCO.  The first objective of the work group was met. Victor is looking for feedback on the schools file.  The next meeting of the work group is next week.

MAG Statewide Census Viewer Demonstration

Jason Howard gave a demonstration on the MAG Statewide Census Viewer. It is the regional viewer that is now extended to provide data for the entire state. It started with major Census and American Community Survey data and has expanded to include more data and categories of data.  MAG will share data or code if you want it.  The data exists at block group level.  REST end points can be used for AZGEO.
