The following matters were discussed, considered, and decided at the meeting:

I. Call to Order: Kevin Blake called the Council to order at 10:00 a.m.  Introductions were made. A Quorum was confirmed.
Approval of Minutes: The minutes were reviewed and discussed.  Kevin Blake asked for approval of the last board minutes. Curtis Pulford motioned for the approval of the minutes. Brian Brady seconded. The motion approved unanimously.

II. Budget Update
Tim Colman reported that the budget is divided into three sections and is now reported by fiscal year. The conference budget will now be kept separate and reported by conference rather than fiscal year. 2015 conference review.  Seed money for the 2016 conference is $25,000. Little activity on the conference budget so far. 

AGIC budget $23132 after expenses and income from conference transfer ends at 13,600. Mostly on track. About $300 over on NSGIC travel.

III. Committee Reports

The AGIC committees presented oral reports from committee and working group chairpersons.  Kevin Blake facilitated the committee reports. 
1. Administration and Legal Committee Report (Chair – Tim Smothers)
Curtis Pulford reported on the status of the AGIC membership. The office of the Governor’s Boards and Commissions said they would meet with State Cartographer in the future to address vacancies. Curtis said he is notifying members who will term out.

Curtis Pulford, Gene Trobia and Kevin Blake discussed the activities of the NSGIC Midyear Conference in Kansas City.  Gene Trobia reported that transportation, addresses and NG911 were emphasized during the conference. A full day of the conference was dedicated to these issues. The USDOT CIO, the Bureau of Census Director of Geography and representatives from the National Emergency Numbers Association presented in the morning. In the afternoon, there were breakout sessions on Transportation and Addresses National Address Database (NAD) and Next Generation 9-1-1 which focused on identifying issues and action items to move these initiatives forward.

Curtis added that Arizona is well placed to be very involved with the development of the NAD. Arizona is involved in commenting on the address data standard. The work flows and processes developed locally are very well respected on the national level.  It is beneficial for Arizona to have a voice on the national level. The model being developed is very similar to what we are doing in Arizona. Eventually all states will be following this model. Curtis believes we get a lot out of it in return.

GIS-T was also focused on NAD. Jim Meyer reported that this is the first time that addresses came up at GIS-T. USDOT, FHWA, Virginia and N Carolina gave presentations on NAD. The presentation went 20-30 minutes into the lunch with no signs of stopping. Transportation Research Board met at GIS-T and address research was brought up as a topic. The next GIS-T conference will be in Phoenix in April 10-17, 2017.
Tim Smothers reported to the Council on AZGEO data sharing.  Different AGIC committees have a direction and commonality to work on the improvement of the sharing of geospatial data. Curtis has pushed out a Google drive resource for committees to use for documentation related to data sharing that all of the committees may see and use. Curtis is working to make information available and shared for group activities in a common library. Subfolders are being set up for the different committees. The type of documents on the drive were discussed. The focus is on data sharing. Curtis is available to those with questions on this and encourages anyone interested to email him for access to the Google drive.
Tim said that there is an issue regarding data sharing on AZGEO. He said that the A&L committee is working on ways to facilitate data sharing between state, local, regional and federal government and tribal agencies.  Data sharing also involves discussing ways to send new members to AZGEO to further facilitate data sharing. It may not just be spatial data but may include other types of data. Curtis added that the SCO is adding to AZGEO public data as services to provide access for members in more than one format. Subsets of HIFELD data is also being added to AZGEO.
Tim Smothers discussed issues with the use of AGIC-L and inappropriate use of AGIC-L.  The committee is looking at the list service guidelines and is working to create consistent guidelines for using AGIC-L. Educational opportunities and jobs are appropriate uses of AGIC-L. Some commercial enterprises are using AGIC-L for training that involves a fee. The issue is what should be approved content for the list service? 

Inappropriate content involved a person who was posting 'teaser' items that required going to their website so they could promote their services. Any posting for products and services, for a fee, is not the intended purpose of AGIC-L.  There is a fine line between a company that offers only a free introductory course.  Shea Lemar added that there is no published intent of the list service.
Gene suggested that AGIC-L should be used to advance the interests of the Council and it may be a violation of statute to use government resources for the private sector to use the list service to advertise for commercial purposes. He asked the council members if they thought this was appropriate, then let the committee know what criteria should be considered to develop AGIC-L guidelines. Tim Smothers asked that Council members provide feedback to Tim Colman so he may forward the feedback to the Admin and Legal committee.
2. Data Committee Report (Co-Chairs – Sandra Dyre and Gene Trobia)
No report on the activities of the 9-1-1 Workgroup. 

Howard Ward gave a report on the status of the Address Editing Mapping and Editing tool. The Address Editor is a tool designed to gather information on address locations and attributes. It’s designed to improve the statewide address database which is collected from all of the local 911 authorities. It’s targeted at 911 system users not GIS professionals. The tool is also designed to provide suggested improvements to local GIS professionals.  The idea of the work flow is that the next data request and append would reflect changes that were suggested by the tool.  

Bo Guo from GISTIC gave a presentation to the Council of the editing tool and interface on a web browser. The demonstration included aspects of how to bring in a manageable amount of data rather than large datasets that take too long to load.  The application uses different technologies to be more functional.

Jim Meyer updated the Council on the progress of the Arizona All Roads Network. The AZGEO based ticketing tool for reporting data problems with centerline is completed and is being used. The tool was presented at GIS-T and received applause for how well it was put together and that is thanks to the ASU GIS team, State Land and Joe Breyer. 

Moving forward with a new project with the same team is to combine the data supply of the 911 community with transportation needs so that both can be served. The tool is intended to facilitate the locals who will submit, for the purposes of receiving their 911 funds from ADOA, the data that will then go through a quality assurance routine that is common with 911 and the needs for transportation.  The quality assurance routine will do a comparison to existing centerline configurations and road nomenclature. The result will be a transactional file and report.  The end product will then be funneled into the ADOA compliance routine and will be used to keep the statewide authoritative centerline up to date, based on local data contributions.  It is planned to have a beta configuration ready to go for the AGIC conference in September with completion of the project in December.
Debbie Crouse reported on the School WG. The data set was completed and sent out for review.
3. Conference Committee (Co-Chairs – Steve Whitney and Jami Garrison)
Jami Dennis reported on the activities of the Conference Committee.

· The conference website is online.

· The Deadline to submit an abstract is May 15th. 

· Abstract for 30 minutes presentations lightning round presentations and workshops.

· Exhibitor applications are online.

· Keynote speaker is Chris Aldrich. Will talk about melding geospatial technologies.

· Nomination application for volunteer of the year is online.

· Draft agenda is online.

· A lightning round will be added for vendors and provide them the opportunity to talk about new tech and services.

· There will be a tribal track and 911 track.

· Maps and Apps application will be online soon.

· Tony Gonzalez scholarship application will be online soon.
· AZGS will no longer handle the credit card processing for the conference.  Jami is looking at alternatives for the credit card processing.

Curtis commented that the success of the conference depends on the success of working with the private sector. He suggested that Council members who work with vendors to encourage their vendors to communicate with Shea about sponsorship of the conference.
4. Outreach Committee (Co-Chairs – Curtis Pulford and Cheryl Thurman)
Curtis Pulford reported on the activities of the Outreach Committee.  The Outreach Committee meets monthly.  The monthly meetings are scheduled for the afternoons of the same dates that the Conference Committee meets. The meetings are mostly focused on the AGIC website and to work with the Conference Committee to promote the conference. The committee also works to promote AGIC items such as AZGEO. The focus of the AGIC website is to provide information and items of interest for the AZ GIS community. The AGIC website calendar has more information than only committee meetings.  The Resources and information page has been reorganized. Let Tim Colman or Curtis know about items of interest and they will put the information on the website. The site is reorganized to be more intuitive and functional. They are also posting news articles that are relevant to the GIS community from partners. Also looking at doing GIS Spotlights for future postings. An RSS feed is on the website. You can sign up for notifications of new articles and new spotlights.
