I. Call to Order. – Meeting called to order at 1:06 pm
II. Introductions
Introductions were made by the committee, around the table and over the phone, ensuring attendance list was managed.
III. AGIC Membership Status and Review:
Curtis reported that we currently have more applications than vacancies in the queue.  To assist, the SCO has made recommendations to the Governors Office for filling the existing vacancies.
Curtis mentioned that he hoped to have word from the Governors Office by the afternoon of the 9th as to disposition of new appointees.  (as of the day of the A&L meeting – this item was on the Governors Office (GO) list to approve – but the GO is going through a variety of Boards and Commissions for approval at the moment.)

IV. Board of Technical Registration (BTR) and Arizona Professional Land Surveyors (APLS) Update:
Steve Whitney provided an update to the Committee of activities as part of liaison to the BTR and Chair of the Geospatial Chapter of APLS.
· Not much action at the BTR since the last meeting

· GIS Minimum Metadata Standards:  Presented at the AGIC Training Symposium, and are looking at the end of the calendar year to finalize the document for publication.
· BTR will meet in early November.

· The redefinition of the Practice of Land Surveying is not being pushed at the Chapter Level (APLS), excepting at the Geospatial Chapter.
Jeff Wilkerson (ADOT) discussed a need for outreach to APLS with regards to AZCORS.  Jeff  talked about the issues surrounding the implementation of the SpiderWeb/net product associated to AZCORS, and restrictions with enterprise data resources.  He expressed concern regarding a need to inform users about the change and give them details to what they need to know.
ACTION ITEM
:  Develop Language to supply to APLS (for their website) regarding the change in venue of the AZCORS environment.  Need to publish appropriate information to assist the Survey community to understand connection details and requirements for the AZCORS product(s) – ADOT and SCO will work together to develop the language necessary to forward to APLS for publication.
V. Outreach:  Committee discussed the potential need for an outreach committee.   Curtis discussed the opportunity to produce an AGIC Pamphlet for GIS Day (near future), and also a need to update the AGIC Website.  The content on the website is stale and requires updating.   
Action Item:
  Bring forth to the Council at next meeting – need for Outreach and outreach activities to promote AGIC – This will be brought forth through the Admin & Legal committee as a discussion at the next AGIC Council Meeting (November 2014).

VI. AGIC AZGEO Sustainability Discussion:
Committee was given update from the Data Committee regarding this topic – see Data Committee Minutes for greater details, items discussed:

· AZGEO is a priority

· $40K was estimated maxium need reported to the Data Committee.

· $25K  is the amount the Conference Committee believes they can comfortably donate, in order to get infrastructure in place, while longer-term sustainability plans are evaluated.
· Other sustainability models are moving forward – Per SCO

Sandra:  Provide the committee a short overview of her activity at the Annual Conference.

· Major focus on Open Data

· Importance of metadata with any Open Data initiative

· Discussions regarding open data delivery – various methods and services to achieve

Jason: saw similar projects other states were going through, and how we have similar challenges.

· Subscription Services (google for imagery and such) how to deal with our states requirement to archive data, which cannot be done using a map service that is administered outside of our control.

Brian: recognized value in state licensing through “Hexagon”  (Intergraph Geomedia) – where the licensing can be leveraged downstream (potentially down to other governmental (local) business units)  - Brian mentioned that the fee structure is based on state population.  Brian suggested members review the NSGIC Presentation on this product.
