I. Call to Order. – Meeting called to order at 1:08 pm
II. Introductions
Introductions were made by the committee, around the table and over the phone, ensuring attendance list was managed.
III. AGIC Manual – Discussion

Committee discussed the need to polish a few items on the document, but wished to get the document (a living document) into the hands of both Council and Committee members.

Action:  Curtis will check with Sandy with regards to changes that were brought forth during the previous council meeting.

Action:  Curtis will have the document posted through the AGIC Website for access – then communicate with Council and Committee members that the product is available.  The Product pushed to the website will include publication date to be used for tracking purposes.

Action:  Curtis requests the Administration and Legal Committee set a reoccurring task to review the document once a year to edit as appropriate.  
IV. HB2647 – Items for Discussion:  AGIC as a governmental unit, USPS address database management in ADOA

Committee discussed the possibility that this proposed bill could impact AGIC activities as well as potentially impact several projects utilizing addressing information.

Concerns surrounded the language regarding a governmental unit, and what is the true definition of  “Unit” with regards to the statute ammendment.

In addition, the Bill recommends the use of USPS Address Information System (AIS) for purposes of address verification by said Units.  Concern was brought forth regarding this database as being the “best” product for use in address verfication, and whether this may impact any of the activities currently working through our 911 working group and E911 addressing for the state.
Mark F. indicated that the Bill is now out of the House and headed toward the Senate.

V. Board of Technical Registration (BTR) and Arizona Professional Land Surveyors (APLS) Update:
(Steve Whitney) No movement, focus on BTR L&R Committee draft of the Definition of a Land Surveyor in AZ. The AzPLS Geospatial Committee will be meeting the week of March 15 to discuss this and other items.
VI. AGIC AZGEO Sustainability Discussion:
Curtis indicated that a new Technical Working Group (for AZGEO) will be discussed as a possibility by interested parties, to focus on issues specific to:  Metadata, Content,  and ETL.

Tim C. discussed the new servers being brought on line for AZGEO.  They are currently installed and hosted at ASLD, and are in the process of bringing them Live.  Looking at an April timeframe for the Go-Live.  This activity will be transparent to the user community and have limited impact to operations.

Gene discussed whether the service should also offer a specific Geocoder service run against the best available data.  A question was raised with regards to charging for such a service.  Curtis mentioned that he is an advocate for a free service, if the service recognizes great usage and demand, then a look toward funding source will be warranted.
VII. NSGIC Activities:
Discussion regarding the activity and focus of the NSGIC Mid-year conference:

Keynote was on Open Data

Focus on the Geospatial Platform (Feds)

Most discussions were focused on Data:  Addresses, imagery, etc, and census opportunities.

Committee briefly discussed the value of Council Membership to NSGIC, opinions were presented and concensus was this was an entity that provides great value for the cost of Group Membership.

VIII. ESRI MPA with Arizona Discussion:

Curtis:  discussed that the state procurement office is now undergoing activities to generate a new Master Purchase Agreement with ESRI for the State.  He sent out notifications to members to identify those who have interest in working with procurement to define and update the MPA to include pertinent items – to ensure needs are covered.  The team has been put together and will be meeting on 3/12/2015.
