· Research has discovered four primary concerns among entities and open use of data

· Who is getting the data (understanding this).

· What sort of liability may the provider be exposed to if the data are misused or issues identified with information.

· Legality of the spatial representation of any data provided.

· Commercial redistribution of data/information.

· Group had a discussion regarding disclaimers that could appease some of the concerns.  A disclaimer that users must indicate via a check box that they agree with the terms in order to move forward and obtain data/information.

· Discussion surrounding the development of a business case regarding the importance and benefit of open data then took place:
· This is best interest of the state.

· What is the actual cost of not providing this data, and running through a process that requires staff time to compile, document, and send data to requestors (the effort of the data custodians to provide timely extracts as requested from the customer(s)).

· Cost avoidance (data duplication – unnecessary! If data were open).

· Will statutory changes be necessary to enable a greater ability to share data

· Working Group was formed to look at data sharing issues and policy, the group includes:
